PROGRAM GUIDELINES

OBJECTIVE: To provide educational assistance to high school students who lost their parent(s) to the 2013 - 2015 West African Ebola epidemic and whose ability to remain in school is demonstrably threatened by the financial circumstances of their guardian.
PROGRAM OVERVIEW: LEO is available to students in the three West African countries of Liberia, Sierra Leone and Guinea. It is offered by AHU and implemented by Key Action Network info@keyactionnetwork.com (Liberia and Guinea) & Ann Kargbo, RADA-SL, akargbo2001@yahoo.co.uk  (Sierra Leone). 
VALUE OF SCHOLARSHIP: CAN$100.00 per student per year.

INTENDED USE OF SCHOLARSHIP:  School fees, books and uniforms.

TARGETED SCHOLASTIC LEVEL: high school students, with preference given to those in the 1st 3 years or junior high school level. 
NUMBER OF SCHOLARSHIPS OFFERED 50 scholarships are offered annually, apportioned in a ratio reflective of the relative impact of the Ebola epidemic in the 3 most affected countries. 

DURATION OF SCHOLARSHIP: LEO is awarded for a one-year duration, and is renewable annually, based on student performance and circumstances.

APPLICATION DEADLINE: Completed application forms must be received by AHU OR LEO Implementation Agents no later that July 15 each year, to be considered for the start of school later in the year. 
ANOUNCEMENT OF AWARDS AND DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS: Successful applicants will ordinarily be notified on August 1 of the academic year concerned.
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
